ABSTRACT

Polishchuk O. P. Formation of moral and value orientations of junior
schoolchildren in the process of extracurricular educational work. — Qualifying
scientific work as a manuscript.
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The dissertation is a complex study of the current psychological and
pedagogical issue of the formation of moral and value orientations in junior
schoolchildren in the process of extracurricular educational work, the results of
which make up current theoretical as well as applied basis for the implementation of
the New Ukrainian School paradigm. The educational process of this paradigm is
considered as an integral component of the entire educational process, based on
universal values, including both moral-ethic and moral-value orientations.

Based on the analysis of the formation and development of Ukrainian and
foreign philosophical, humanitarian, cultural and psychological-pedagogical views
on the essence of moral education of a developing personality, formation of her
moral-value orientations and their significance in the intellectual, spiritual and social
development in junior schoolchildren, the characteristic of these processes is given
in two interconnected theoretical planes. Particulary in the context of: historical
genetic analysis of the issue of moral and spiritual world formation of a personality,
her value sphere and values and orientations in pedagogical thought and educational
practice in different historical periods; a characteristic of the development of the

legal, psychological, pedagogical and socio-pedagogical component of the processes



of formation of the phenomenon under study in the modern Ukrainian and foreign
psychological and pedagogical sciences and educational practice of elementary
education institutions.

Based on such an analysis, the etymology of the key research concepts were
identified and investigated in the context of the conceptual-categorical paradigm and
their characteristics were given: «value», «value orientations», «moral-value
orientations in junior schoolchildren», «extracurricular educational work in
elementary education institutions», «shaping of moral-value orientations in junior
schoolchildren in the process of the extracurricular educational work».

We consider its essence as a holistic, logically structured process, in which all
the participants interact effectively — junior schoolchildren, their parents, elementary
school teachers and the community. Due to this, a complex of such important
personal moral-oriented internal psychological entities as extrapolation of
quantitative and qualitative changes of acquired moral determinants (moral
experience, moral feelings, conscious and perceived moral norms and rules, system
of own values, values and orientations, value interaction, values of mutual
understanding and cooperation) in morally expedient actions, behavior and activity
Is formed in the junior schoolchildren in the process of extracurricular educational
work.

The essential features of the conceptual provisions of the philosophy of
education, culturology, psychology and pedagogy about moral, morality and moral
values, about personality-oriented, humanistic, systemic and activity-oriented
approaches to the formation of moral-value orientations in junior schoolchildren
based on their age-specific features were determined. This became the theoretical
basis of the study.

Structural components of the study, its theoretical concepts were determined
and characterized:

the first concept is the actualization of the problem of shaping moral and value
orientations of a young personality, the development of her morally appropriate

behavior and actions in the philosophical views of thinkers of the ancient times and



in the process of scientific analysis of the development and formation of the
Ukrainian philosophical school of the past and the recent present;

the second theoretical concept is connected with the analysis of the current
legal and regulatory documents for improving the effictiveness of moral
development and shaping of moral and value orientations in junior schoolchildren;

the third concept is linked with the results of the analysis of the psychological
and pedagogical principles of the issue under study;

the fourth one — the development of the phenomenon under study is carried
out effectively when the activity of the teaching staff at the elementary education
institution is purposeful, with a clearly formulated educational goal and the
corresponding content of extracurricular educational work;

the fifth concept is connected with comfortable conditions for junior
schoolchildren to assimilate the moral experience of the community or society as a
whole and to strengthen its moral and emotional saturation when organizing
extracurricular educational work;

the sixth concept — the social and psychological component of the processes
of moral development and shaping of moral and value orientations in junior
schoolchildren in the process of extracurricular educational work;

the seventh concept — the cooperation of elementary education institution and
family as a leading social institute in upbringing of a child of primary school age
while organizing extracurricular educational work.

the eighth concept — the theoretical foundations of organization in logical
unity of functions and the importance of out-of-class and extracurricular educational
work and extracurricular education, as the most effective systems for formation of a
harmoniously developed personality, her spirituality and morality, value sphere and
civic stand in the child’s leisure time.

The analysis of the implementation of the results of the study into the
educational practice of elementary education institutions made it possible to identify
and characterize important points. If they are observed, this process becomes

effective, and positive dynamics can be observed, namely: substantiation of



psychological and pedagogical and, in particular, didactic foundations for organizing
the content of extracurricular educational work; systematic involvement of junior
schoolchildren into morally oriented education, cognitive and research activity, into
specific individual and collective socially significant and useful activity, mass and
charitable activity taking into consideration their age and individual abilities,
interests and educational needs; implementation of methods and pedagogical
conditions for the shaping of moral and value orientations in junior schoolchildren
through choosing effective forms, methods and means of assimilation by them the
moral and value experience of the past generations.

Based on the determination and experimental verification of the essence of
the main components (intellectual, motivational-needy, activity), criteria (cognitive,
evaluative-reflexive, action-activity) and their indicators (according to the hierarchy
of value orientations of the primary school student) and levels (low, medium,
sufficient) for shaping of the investigated phenomenon, the analysis of the current
state of shaped moral and value orientations of junior schoolchildren in the process
of extracurricular educational activities at the ascertaining stage of the study was
carried out.

Based on the analysis of the results at the ascertaining stage, the leading
dominants of the formation of moral and value orientations in junior schoolchildren
in the process of extracurricular educational work were identified and characterized:

the first leading dominant is the use of personally oriented, value-
motivational, competent, personally active and socially adaptive approaches in
creating of effective conditions to construct a personal life trajectory with the help
of teachers or independently;

the second leading dominant — rejection from the traditional view of moral
development and the formation of junior schoolchildren as a component of their
predominantly intellectual growth in the conditions of the New Ukrainian School
reform, on its educational aspect;

the third leading dominant is connected with the set of requirements

(principles) for the organization of extracurricular educational activities, the purpose



of which is the formation of moral and value orientations in junior schoolchildren,
namely:

by means of the general pedagogical principles in the context of the problem
of the study: the principle of child-centrism, nature and cultural conformity. Such
principles as the principles of voluntariness and accessibility, scientific and
systematic, continuity and systematic nature, variability and integration, practical
orientation are indentified as traditionally ones. The specific principles are:
democratization, humanization, autonomy and activity of the individual, life-
creating self-activity, positive motivation and imitation, technologization;

the fourth leading dominant is the actualization of the modern educational
paradigm of education and upbringing of junior schoolchildren in elementary
education institutions in the context of the implementation of the New Ukrainian
School.

The effectiveness of the three basic constructs of the internal construction of
the developed method of shaping the studied phenomenon was designed and
experimentally confirmed:

the first is the compulsory consideration for the selection and construction of
educational content of the orientation towards the educational-cognitive,
educational, developmental, social adaptation, socializing and educational values;

the second is taking into account while selecting and experimental testing of
the most effective forms, methods and means of shaping of the studied phenomenon
in the institutions of elementary education;

the third construct envisaged the creation of favorable conditions for the
realization of the acquired morally oriented knowledge and skills of junior
schoolchildren in the development of their own actions, behavior and relevant
education and cognitive activity or specific socially significant socially useful,
participation in mass and charity events, which reflect the level of their shaped
morally value orientations.

In the process of experimental work the most effective forms, methods and

means of organizing of extracurricular educational work for junior schoolschildren



with the aim of the formation of their moral and value orientations were identified
and applied, namely: traditional, interactive, mass forms; complex of methods:
communicative-cognitive, motivational-educational, education, active (practical);
means: educational and cognitive activity and specific socially useful work, mass
and charitable activities, audiovisual means.

The feasibility of certain levels of implementation of the developed author’s
methodology for shaping of moral-value orientations in junior schoolchildren in the
process of extracurricular educational work was proved, namely: the first level is the
initial, the second one is the main, the third level of implementation of the developed
methodology for shaping of moral-value orientations in junior schoolchildren in the
process of extracurricular activities were considered by us as a creative activity.

Regarding to the developed and experimentally tested methodology for the
formation of moral and value orientations in junior schoolchildren, three interrelated
areas of teacher’s activity at elementary education institution were characterized.

Thus, the first is to create the conditions for the effective acquisition and
assimilation of the system of morally oriented knowledge by junior schoolchildren,
the development by them of appropriate practical application skills;

the second one is to determine the prognostic model or individual program of
the morally oriented vital activity of the personality of junior schoolchildren in all
the variety of its manifestations in the conditions of the institution of elementary
education as well as beyond it, in particular in the course of extracurricular
educational work;

the third is connected with its managerial aspect, that is, pedagogical support
for the implementation of the acquired morally oriented knowledge, the developed
skills in shaped actions, behavior and activities of junior schoolchildren.

The pedagogical conditions for the effective implementation of the developed
methodology for the formation of moral and value orientations in junior
schoolchildren in the course of extracurricular work were determined:

The essence of the first pedagogical condition is to determine the purpose and

specific goals of the formation of moral-value orientations in junior schoolchildren



in the process of extracurricular educational work at each of the previously identified
and characterized levels of implementation of the developed author’s methodology
based on the personality-oriented and actively oriented and socially significant
character of the moral-oriented educational content;

The essence of the second pedagogical condition was to saturate the process
of extracurricular educational work for the formation of moral-value orientations in
junior schoolchildren with emotional-value experiences when solving morally
oriented problem situations;

The third pedagogical condition was the design and development of activity-
practical abilities and skills and morally-oriented actions, behavior and activity, as
an extrapolation of the ability of junior schoolchildren to effectively apply the
acquired morally-oriented knowledge, taking into account their individual and age-
related capabilities, in the whole diversity of their own life based on shaped moral
and value orientations.

implementation of the content, forms, methods and means for shaping moral-
value orientations in junior schoolchildren in the process of extracurricular
educational work, established educational practice for organizing group, section or
club classes in elementary education institutions.

Thus within the context of the pedagogical experiment, we identified a
number of positive changes in the professional development of the teachers who
participated in the study.

The analysis of the obtained data showed that the teacher’s skill, his creative
approach to organizing various forms of extracurricular educational activities, the
ability to find relevant and interesting topics for junior schoolchildren are most
affected by the effectiveness of pedagogical support in shaping moral and value
orientations in junior schoolchildren in the process of extracurricular educational
work.

Significant positive dynamics were observed in the indicators concerning a
systematic, well-planned and well-organized year-long extracurricular educational

work. The effectiveness of the organization of cooperation between children, parents



and the community in solving important moral-oriented problems and life situations
in the context of extracurricular educational work also increased.

There has been a significant increase of the number of teachers who created
their personal educational curricula for the work in groups, scenarios of mass events,
themed parties, as well as implement projects of morally oriented direction.

Scientific novelty of the study. For the first time on the basis of updating and
analyzing philosophical, cultural, psychological, pedagogical and socio-pedagogical
factors, the logical unity of theoretical concepts and developed leading dominants of
the formation of the phenomenon under study is substantiated.

The efficiency of the basic constructs of the internal construction of the
developed methodology for shaping moral and value orientations in junior
schoolchildren in the process of extracurricular educational work is substantiated
and experimentally tested. The components of this methodology are morally
oriented content, principles, traditional and innovative forms, methods, means,
functions and pedagogical conditions for its implementation in the practice of
elementary education institutions in the context of the New Ukrainian School;

the characteristic of the essence of the main components (intellectual,
motivation-need, activity), criteria (cognitive, evaluative-reflexive, behavioral-
activity) and their indicators (according to the hierarchy of value orientations of the
junior schoolchildrem) and levels (low, average, sufficient) of the formation of the
phenomenon under study were given;

the content characteristics of the conceptual and terminological apparatus of
the study within which the formulation of its leading concept «shaping of moral and
value orientations of junior schoolchildren within extracurricular educational work
were specified.

Its essence is considered by us as a holistic, logically constructed process in
which all the participants such as junior schoolchildren, their parents, elementary
school teachers and the community — interact effectively.

Due to this, a complex of important personal moral-oriented internal

psychological formations is formed, as an extrapolation of quantitative and



qualitative changes of the acquired moral determinants (moral experience, moral
feelings, conscious and perceived moral norms and rules, a system of personal
values, value relationships and orientations, value interaction, value understanding
and cooperation) in morally appropriate actions, behavior and activities of
elementary schoolchildren within extracurricular educational work.

The theoretical and applied foundations of the pedagogical activity of teachers
of elementary education institutions on the formation of moral-value orientations in
junior schoolchildren, the construction of a prognostic model or the individual
program of moral-oriented life activity of the personality of a junior schoolchild in
the variety of his manifestations and the managerial aspect of pedagogical support
of the formation of the phenomenon under study were further developed.

The practical significance of the obtained results of the study is in the
specification and practical implementation of the theoretical and methodological
foundations of the shaping of moral and value orientations in junior schoolchildren
in the process of extracurricular educational work. It has become possible due to the
development and implementation into the educational practice of elementary
education institutions of extracurricular educational work of the methodological
manual «Moral education of junior schoolchildren in the process of extracurricular
educational work», the curriculum of the club «I am a personality, how | understand
it», as well as a morally oriented methodical and didactic support of group, section

The results of the study should be applied: in the process of developing new
curricula, manuals and guidelines for elementary school teachers, out-of-school
educational institutions. It will contribute to improving the moral education of junior
schoolchildren in the context of the implementation of the New Ukrainian School,
as well as in the educational process of higher education institutions and and systems

of postgraduate pedagogical education.



The results of processing the data of the pedagogical experiment with the
methods of mathematical statistics and their presentation in tabular and graphical
form in the content of the dissertation proved that the obtained research results are
statistically significant, and therefore, confirm the effectiveness of the developed
methodology and pedagogical conditions for the formation of morally valuable
orientations in junior schoolchildren in the process of extracurricular educational
work; Its introduction and application in elementary education institutions had a
positive effect on the formation of the phenomenon under study.

Thus, the results of mathematical processing of the obtained experimental data
confirmed the validity of the hypothesis and the effectiveness of solving the set
research objectives and the correctness of the effectiveness of the objectives of the
study.
