The dissertation is a complex research of an actual pedagogical problem of
formation of tolerance of students of pedagogical colleges in extracurricular activity
that was reflected in the theoretical substantiation and experimental verification of
pedagogical conditions of formation of tolerance of students of pedagogical colleges
in extracurricular activity.

On the basis of interdisciplinary analysis of the researched problem the essence
of next concepts is specified: «tolerance», «tolerance of students of pedagogical
colleges», «formation of tolerance of students of pedagogical colleges».

The essence of the concept of «tolerance» as a complex personal moral
education, which is characterized by a person's ability to perceive the existence of other

ideas, views, beliefs, habits without aggression, has been clarified; it turns out to be in



a tolerant attitude towards another person, empathy, trust, cooperation, the ability to
have a dialog with other people; to focus on a constructive solution to conflict
situations.

The work considers the «tolerance of students of pedagogical colleges» as an
Important professional quality of a future teacher, shown in an active moral position
and readiness for constructive interaction with other participants in the pedagogical
process; it is characterized by the identification of humanity, tolerance, benevolence,
focus on resolving conflict situations in the professional sphere on a non-violent basis.

The essence of the concept of «the formation of tolerance of students of
pedagogical colleges» is considered by us as a specially organized process, based on
the perception of another person as a value; the desire for cooperation as a positive way
of interacting with people, aimed at expanding the information field on the problem of
tolerance, the formation of a tolerant consciousness and experience of tolerant
behavior, the development of the ability for self-improvement and professional
implementation of future teachers.

The potential of extracurricular activities of pedagogical colleges in the context
of the problem of forming tolerance of students is characterized, namely: attracting
students of pedagogical colleges to extracurricular activities creates opportunities for
informal communication in small groups, contributes to the development of empathy;
identifying the traits of a tolerant personality; expands the boundaries of educational
activities, enables mentors of student groups to carry out systematic monitoring of the
level of tolerance formation among students of pedagogical colleges; use various forms
and methods of forming tolerance in the above contingent of applicants for higher
education, allows them to develop their skills to enter into dialogical communication,
interact, find ways to prevent and resolve conflicts.

Criteria and indicators of tolerance formation of students of pedagogical colleges
are determined: cognitive (knowledge of the essence of the phenomenon of
«tolerance», knowledge of the quality of a tolerant personality; awareness of the
existence of the boundaries of tolerance); emotional-valued (developed empathy;
motivation to identify the qualities of a tolerant personality, desire for dialogical

communication); behavioral (identifying humanity, tolerance, benevolence,



responsiveness, self-control, the ability to interact, cooperate and engage in dialogical
communication, searching for ways to prevent and resolve conflicts), and the levels
(high, medium, low) of the formation of tolerance of students of pedagogical colleges
are determined and characterized. The levels (high, medium, low) of tolerance
formation of students of pedagogical colleges are characterized, based on certain
criteria and indicators.

The results of the ascertaining stage of the experiment showed that the majority
of students of pedagogical colleges (41,35% from the EG and 38,45% of students from
the CG) found a low level of tolerance formation.

The analysis of the results of the ascertaining stage of the research allowed us to
conclude that it is necessary to theoretically substantiate and experimentally test the
pedagogical conditions for the formation of tolerance of students of pedagogical
colleges in extracurricular activities.

Based on the analysis of educational practice, the results of the ascertaining stage
of the experiment and the use of the method of expert evaluation, the following
pedagogical conditions for the formation of tolerance of students of pedagogical
colleges in extracurricular activities were identified and theoretically substantiated:
development of the author's program of educational hours for students of pedagogical
colleges «Stepping towards tolerance»; involvement of students of pedagogical
colleges in participation in student self-government aimed at the formation of tolerant
behavior; organization and holding of classes for mentors of student groups «Forming
tolerance of future teachersy.

The implementation of the first pedagogical condition provided for the
development and implementation of the author's program of educational hours for
students of pedagogical colleges «Stepping to Tolerance», the main tasks of which
included: expansion of students information field on the problem of tolerance;
development of empathy; education of humanity, friendliness, sensitivity, tolerance to
other people, respect for their individuality, traditions, history, culture; formation of
skills to cooperate and enter into dialogical communication; find ways to prevent and
resolve conflicts; constructive interaction with other people; promoting the formation

of the experience of tolerant behavior.



In the process of implementing this program are used various forms of work,
including: thematic conversations, training sessions, communication workshop,
quizzes, preparation of messages, explanation of problem situations, discussion of read
books, statements about tolerance, video presentation, demonstration and discussion of
films, staging, work in small groups, individual consultations; as well as methods:
story, explanation, persuasion, conversation, discussion, example, exercises,
pedagogical requirement, public opinion, creating educational situations,
brainstorming, project method, role-playing and simulation games.

The implementation of the second pedagogical condition - attracting students of
pedagogical colleges to participate in student self-government aimed at the formation
of tolerant behavior - contributed to the creation of opportunities for informal
communication of students in small groups, to identify tolerance, humanity,
benevolence, responsiveness, and the development of empathy; introduction of a
specific action program aimed at carrying out differentiated work with students who
have discovered different levels of tolerance formation; made it possible to
systematically diagnose the levels of tolerance formation among students of
pedagogical colleges; the use of various forms, methods and techniques for the
formation of tolerance; contributed to the expansion of the pedagogical horizons,
improving the skills to interact, cooperate, enter into dialogical communication, find
ways to prevent and resolve conflicts.

The implementation of the third pedagogical condition provided for the
organization and conduct of classes with mentors of student groups «Forming tolerance
of future teachersy, whose tasks were: to promote the formation of emotional and value
attitude of mentors of student groups to the problem of forming tolerance of students
of pedagogical colleges; to deepen the knowledge of mentors of student groups about
the essence of the phenomenon of «tolerancey; the essence of the concepts «tolerance
of students of pedagogical colleges», «formation of tolerance of students of
pedagogical colleges»; features of formation of tolerance of this contingent of
applicants for higher education; to expand the knowledge of mentors of student groups
about pedagogical tolerance; to actualize the problem of formation of tolerance of

students of pedagogical colleges; to provide mentors of student groups with a method



of diagnosing the levels of tolerance of students of pedagogical colleges; to reveal
pedagogical possibilities of various forms, methods and receptions of formation of
tolerance of students; mastering the skills of tolerant interaction by mentors of student
groups.

During the classes there were lectures, a creative workshop for mentors of
student groups, a round table, workshops. Such purposeful work with teachers helped
to increase the value-motivational attitude to the problem of forming tolerance of
students of pedagogical colleges; development of empathy; mastering the forms and
methods of forming tolerance of student youth.

Scientific novelty of the research. For the first time he pedagogical conditions
for the formation of tolerance of students of pedagogical colleges in extracurricular
activities are determined and substantiated (development of the author's program of
educational hours for students of pedagogical colleges «Stepping towards tolerance»;
involvement of students of pedagogical colleges in participation in student self-
government aimed at the formation of tolerant behavior; organization and holding of
classes for mentors of student groups «Forming tolerance of future teachersy.); criteria
with relevant indicators are defined : cognitive (knowledge of the essence of the
phenomenon of «tolerance», knowledge of the quality of a tolerant personality;
awareness of the existence of the boundaries of tolerance); emotional-valued
(developed empathy; motivation to identify the qualities of a tolerant personality,
desire for dialogical communication); behavioral (identifying humanity, tolerance,
benevolence, responsiveness, self-control, the ability to interact, cooperate and engage
in dialogical communication, searching for ways to prevent and resolve conflicts), and
the levels of the formation of tolerance of students of pedagogical colleges; the
potential of extracurricular activities of pedagogical colleges in the context of the
problem of forming students' tolerance is characterized.

the essence of key research concept is clarified : «tolerancey is considered as a
complex personal moral formation, which is characterized by the ability to perceive
without aggression the existence of other ideas, views, beliefs, habits; manifests itself
in a tolerant attitude towards another person, empathy, trust, cooperation, ability to

have a dialogue with others; focus on constructive conflict resolution; «tolerance of



students of pedagogical colleges» 1s defined as an important professional quality of
the future teacher, which is manifested in an active moral position and readiness for
constructive interaction with other participants in the pedagogical process;
characterized by the manifestation of humanity, tolerance, friendliness, focus on
resolving conflict situations in the professional sphere on a non-violent basis;
«formation of tolerance of students of pedagogical colleges» 1S considered as a
specially organized process, based on which - the perception of another person as a
value; the desire for cooperation as a positive way of interacting with people, aimed at
expanding the information field on the problem of tolerance, the formation of tolerant
consciousness and experience of tolerant behavior, the development of self-
improvement and professional realization of future teachers;

further were developed the content, means, forms and methods of forming
tolerance of students of pedagogical colleges in extracurricular activities.

The practical significance of the results of the study lies in the introduction of
reasonable pedagogical conditions for the formation of tolerance of students of
pedagogical colleges in extracurricular activities, as well as developed in accordance
with these conditions: author's program of educational hours for students of
pedagogical colleges «Stepping towards tolerance»; classes for mentors of student
groups «Forming the tolerance of future teachers» and a comprehensive methodology
for diagnosing the levels of tolerance of students of pedagogical colleges in
extracurricular activities.

Materials of the dissertation research can be used by scientists and teachers of
pedagogical colleges for development of methodical maintenance (manuals,
methodical recommendations for mentors of student groups), expansion of the course
of lectures, seminars, practical employment on disciplines «Theory and methods of
education», «Methods of educational worky. in the system of postgraduate pedagogical
education.

The probability and statistical significance of the results of the pedagogical
experiment were confirmed by the statistical criterion of K. Pearson (y?), which
allowed to determine that the differences between the distributions are statistically

significant, that is the changes in the levels of tolerance of students of pedagogical



colleges in the experimental and control groups were not the same. By determining the
Fisher criterion index (angular transformation ¢ *) it is proved that a statistical increase
in the level of tolerance formation of students of pedagogical colleges was achieved in
the experimental group. It is established that the differences in the levels of tolerance
of students of pedagogical colleges of the experimental and control groups are not
accidental, but are the result of the introduction of pedagogical conditions for the
formation of tolerance of students of pedagogical colleges in extracurricular activities.
