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Abstract content

The thesis was conducted the integral analysis of pedagogical thought in
the "20s and "30s of the XX century toward the problem of “morally defective
childhood” as a complicated sociocultural and pedagogical phenomenon,
inhomogeneous in measurements and assessments, the purpose of a better
understanding of an overall picture development of education and pedagogy of
the analyzed period in the conditions of the dynamic modernization of
contemporary pedagogical science and practice.

"National pedagogy has accumulated a huge theoretic empirical
experience of the protection of the rights of child and childhood. Improving
the performance of the system of work with homeless children is impossible
without taking into account unique experiences eliminating children’s
homelessness, and working with morally defective children in the "20s and
"30s of the XX century, which is still relevant and insufficiently studied.
Address to the historical and pedagogical experiences is also meaningful
therefore that in modern conditions it has been made possible to use archival
content and documents, that not only reflect the process of the formation and
development of social protection of children in the "20s and "30s of the XX
century but also have separate historical and pedagogical value.

The scientific innovation results of the study involve the question, that it
is for the first time:

The Ukrainian educational policy is comprehensively characterized in
relation to “morally defective childhood’’, which is determined by particular
ideological political, and socially economical terms and was shaped by
difficult circumstances and systemic transformation. The uniqueness of the
characterized period consists in the fact that during this time in the context of
global social economic and cultural transformation, and also is increasing
tendencies of the ideologization of scholarly knowledge in Ukrainian

psychology and pedagogy were developed and coexisted with original



scientific schools and directions, within which intensively were designed issue
of “morally defective childhood”.

In the paper was clarified, that it is a period of the emergence of new
vectors in the social policy, expanding the boundaries of understanding of
children’s “defectiveness”, the appearance of “new defective children and
adolescents”, united in a single “military of moral defective”. This is a period
of transfer from charitable and private shapes of social care for “defective”
children to the governmental system of social protection and the establishment
of the first boarding school for the “morally defective” children. The activity
of individual institutions in which the social education of “morally defective”
children was done is characterized, such are isolation reception centers,
collectors, experiences and pedagogical stations, orphanages for ordinary
children, institutions for underage offenders (basis orphanage, auxiliary house,
labor colony and labor house for girls), commissions in charge of juvenile.

The phenomenon of “morally defective childhood” is uncovered with
consideration of the social and political, cultural education terms of the test
time. In the process of scientific research was clarified the content basis
notions — “morally defective childhood”, “pedagogical thoughts of the "20s
and "30s of the XX century” and their derivatives. The author determines that
in the studied period the notion of “morally defective children” was used with
regard to children who suffered from character disorders and emotional
volitional sphere, who tend to aggressive and unlawful behavior. Morally
defective children were considered pedagogically neglected, homeless, etc,
“knocked out from the social track” children.

“Morally defective childhood” meant a childhood, that was characterized
by devitations from conventional norms of conduct and social norm. The
“morally defective” children were included in a huge and heterogeneous group
whose representatives differed from the desired norm in their development and
conduct, namely: 1) “grossly socially awkward children, the so-called criminal

children”; 2) children are pedagogically inconvenient (“stupid”,



“inconsiderate”, “retarded”, “nervous™); 3) children are uncomfortable for the
family.

The concept of “pedagogical thought of the "20s and "30s of the XX
century” in the research is interpreted as a set of social perceptions and
considerations on education and training. That is the broadcast due to the
creative biography of its bearers (teachers, pedologists) in the context of
historical, ideological political, economic, sociocultural terms and the
educational environment of the age.

The work comprehensively and systematically were investigated the
views of teachers, psychologists, and the pedagogies of the research period on
the issue of “morally defective childhood” in the context of the work of the
regional scientific school and the directions of the business of the pedagogical
schools: pedagogical thought of the Kyivschyna (I. Sikorskyi, P. Blonskyi,
A. Vladymyrskyi, S. Ananin, Ya. Rieznik, Ya. Chepiha, O. Doroshenko);
Odessa pedological school (Ye. Shevalov, Ye. Shevalova, M. Tarasevych,
S. Lozynskyi, A. Hotalov-Hotlib); Kharkiv pedological school (O. Zaluzhnyi,
V. Protopopov, I. Sokolianskyi, E. Mukhina); pedological school of the
Katerynoslavshchyna (1. Levinson).

In the thesis was proved that in the pedagogical thought of the "20s and
"30s of the XX century the cause of the “morally defective childhood” were
explained by the social and economic, and cultural pedagogical conditions, in
which the child grew up: teachers, pedologists was proved that in another
environment more favorable for child development, as a problem child quickly
loses the features of the “morally defectiveness” treads on a new way. These
thoughts were consistent with the scientific theoretical postulates of the
dominant Soviet ideology, which prompted the establishment of the
sociological approach to understanding and resolution of the researched work.

The attitudes of the A. Makarenko on the investigated problem was

characterized by the indissoluble unity with the analysis of his social



pedagogical experience in the context of the contradictory socially pedagogical
truth of the researched time.

It is determined that the pedagogue was an active opponent of the theory
and practice of the “morally defective childhood”, he was justified in the
inappropriateness of using the concept of “morally defectiveness”, but he was
stated of the existence of “the defective relations between the individual and
society”, thereby defectiveness appears in the offense, indiscipline, and
antisocial behavior. A. Makarenko proved by his practical work, that “morally
deficiency” it is primarily a violation of the child’s relationship with the
environment, as a result of the improper pedagogical methods and impact, so
in a healthy environment with a strong, mature and considerate leader also
with crisp and clear rules, the running system of a self-management majority
of children begin to behave quite well.

The peculiarities of the reflection of the challenges of education of
“morally defective childhood” in the periodical publications of the studied
period were revealed: respectively to the problem chronological measurement,
so 21 journals and 134 articles on the problem of “morally defective
childhood” were analyzed.

The further development in the investigation was acquired provision on
the need to account for cultural and historical conditioning of terminology as a
component of a methodological device historic pedagogical science in the
process of analysis and especially the application of many of them, namely the
idea of the “morally defective childhood”.

In scientific circulation have been entered little known sources and
unfamiliar publications in the contemporary pedagogical journals concerning
the problem of the “morally defective childhood” of teachers and pedologists
(M. Tarasevycha, I.Levinsona, A.Vladymyrskoho, I. Sokolianskoho,

The practical significance of the obtained results is that factual material,
which concerns specifics of the definition of the essence of the challenges of
the “morally defective childhood” as a sociocultural and pedagogical
phenomenon, features the study problem of the “morally defective childhood”
in the pedagogical thoughts in the "20s and "30s of the XX century can be
employed to update the content of the educational courses “History of
pedagogics”, “Comparative pedagogics”, “Social work”, *“Correctional
pedagogics”. These courses are taught in the preparation of the bachelors,
masters, doctors of the philosophy in pedagogical specialties, social workers,
etc.

The research materials can be exploited in the system of the postgraduate
education of pedagogical workers; in the preparation of textbooks, educational
and methodical manuals, in the development of elective courses, programs of
self-study for higher education applicants; for writing qualifications work; in
the activity of scientific groups.

However, the executed research does not cover all the aspects of the
investigated problem. The perspective direction of the scientific research is a
determination of the feasibility of the extrapolation of the current ideas in
relation to solving the problem of the “morally defective childhood” into
contemporary pedagogical science and practice. The subject of a separate
scientific investigation can be the study of the specifics of the organization and
activities of educational institutions for children having various behavior
disorders.
