Abstract content

The dissertation presents the results of theoretical and practical research on
the problem of forming ethical competence of future foreign language teachers in
extracurricular activities.

Based on the theoretical analysis of a number of normative and legal
documents of conceptual significance, including the Laws of Ukraine “On
Education”, “On Higher Education”, “On Professional Development of
Employees™”, the Concept of Development of Pedagogical Education, the
Professional Standard of the New Generation School Teacher, the Framework for
Continuous Professional Development of Teachers, the Strategy for the
Development of Higher Education in Ukraine for 2021-2031, etc., it has been
determined that the role of ethical competence in the development of the modern
teacher in contemporary pedagogical science is currently being emphasized and
positioned. It involves the formation of a teacher who is capable of managing their

own emotions, respects themselves and others, adheres to ethical norms of



behavior, and teaches these values to students. Additionally, the teacher should be
able to establish dialogical relationships with education seekers.

It was concluded that ethical competence serves as an indicator of the
developed personal readiness of future foreign language teachers for professional
activities. It is manifested in their skill to analyze moral and ethical situations,
ability to develop and apply ethical strategies and decisions, understand and
evaluate ethical issues adequately, adhere to conscious behavior in accordance with
moral and professional ethical norms, recognize their own ethical position, and
engage in constructive collaboration with others in solving moral and ethical
problems and dilemmas. The formed ethical competency is reflected in the habits,
principles, mental states, actions, behaviors, and qualities of a future foreign
language teacher.

The dissertation analyzes and generalizes the essence of the concepts of
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“ethics”, “competence”,
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ethical competence”, “competency-based approach”,
“competency”, and “extracurricular activities”.

It has been established that ethical competence is based on socio-
humanitarian knowledge and is constructed through the emotional-value and socio-
creative experience of education recipients, acquired both in the educational
process and in extracurricular activities through participation in socially significant
activities and reflection. The requirements for the formation of ethical competency
are specified in the higher education standards for the training of pedagogical
specialists, taking into account the requirements of the competency-based
approach and are aligned with the goals and objectives of the educational process
of the higher education institution (HEI) in general, and extracurricular activities
in particular.

Extracurricular activities for future foreign language teachers in HEIs are
considered as a pedagogically organized and personally regulated process of
forming ethical competency in future foreign language teachers. It is a space where
learners establish diverse moral and ethical relationships and connections based on

cultural dialogue.



It has been established, that extracurricular activities aimed at developing
ethical competence are based on modern pedagogical axiology, which is expressed
through socially significant values, moral and ethical values, values of pedagogical
ethics, and personal qualities.

The concepts of “ethical competence” and “extracurricular activities of
foreign language teachers” have been introduced into scientific circulation.

A criterion-diagnostic framework for the research has been developed,
which consists of a complex of substantiated components, criteria, indicators, and
diagnostic materials.

The structure of ethical competence of future foreign language teachers in
extracurricular activities has been substantiated and developed. Its constituent
elements include the components (cognitive, motivational, and activity); the
criteria (completeness, solidity, and awareness of acquired knowledge; attitudes
towards participants in the educational process and future professional activities
with adherence to ethical requirements; and activity and initiative in extracurricular
activities of a moral and ethical nature); the indicators (mastery of a system of
knowledge in professional ethics and awareness of their importance in personal
and professional development as a future foreign language teacher, understanding
the goals and objectives of acquiring moral and ethical norms of communication
necessary for designing and implementing various types of pedagogical activities,
as well as understanding the goals and objectives of extracurricular activities in
acquiring ethical competence; the formation of motivation and interest in future
pedagogical activities and issues related to the formation of ethical competence,
the formation of attitudes and values of future foreign language teachers, their
respectful and empathetic attitude towards all participants in the educational
process during extracurricular activities, and the desire to acquire ethical
competence); the levels of formation (high, medium, and low).

The following pedagogical conditions for the process of formation of ethical
competence of future foreign language teachers in extracurricular activities have

been identified: 1) creating a developmental educational-ethical environment



where extracurricular activities serve as the leading means of developing ethical
competence in future foreign language teachers; 2) fostering motivation among
future foreign language teachers to acquire ethical competence through their
engagement in extracurricular activities; 3) utilizing interactive forms and methods
in extracurricular activities that correspond to the age-specific characteristics of
learners, their professional interests, and activate the process of forming ethical
competence. The selection of these forms and methods took into account the results
of the exploratory experiment as well as the provisions of the Strategy for the
Development of Higher Education, the Professional Standard of the New
Generation School Teacher, and the Framework for Continuous Professional
Development of Teachers.

An author’s program of research and experimental work on the problem of
forming ethical competence of future foreign language teachers in extracurricular
activities has been developed, which has been tested in an experimental group (172
respondents) formed in higher education institutions that prepare future foreign
language teachers, specifically: Vinnytsia Mykhailo Kotsiubynskyi State
Pedagogical University, Lesya Ukrainka Volyn National University, Mukachevo
State University, Rivne State University of the Humanities, Ternopil Volodymyr
Hnatiuk National Pedagogical University, and VVolodymyr VVynnychenko Central
Ukrainian State University.

Effective forms for developing ethical competence of future foreign language
teachers in extracurricular activities have been identified, and their pedagogical
potential has been outlined. These include the synthesis of ideas from the
“Teacher's Code of Ethics”, “New Generation School Teacher”, creating a
projective map of the motives of future foreign language teachers, developing a
pedagogical collage titled “The Teacher Expected in General Secondary Education
Institutions”, discussing models of pedagogical ethics, analyzing personal motives
for ethical development in terms of significance, constructing a case study on
motivation for ethical development, and analyzing pedagogical situations using the

case study technology; the participation of respondents from the experimental



group in activities such as the Weekly Speaking language club and World Cafe
discussion club, mini-conferences, debates, video excursions, discussions,
roundtable discussions, video lectures followed by discussions, literary and
musical evenings, short presentations in the “PechaKucha” format, thematic
cycles, international projects like ERASMUS+ and Erasmus+ "Pandamnit!"
(Slanic-Moldova, Romania), and international Mini- Referendariat in gymnasiums
in Liibeck (Germany), and more.

The effectiveness of the applied methods for forming ethical competence of
future foreign language teachers in extracurricular activities has been, and their
pedagogical value has been determined. These methods include goal-setting and
planning methods, persuasion and consciousness-raising methods, organization of
life activities of future foreign language teachers and formation of ethical behavior
experience, expository methods of educational influence, problem-based method,
analysis of psychological and pedagogical situations of moral and ethical nature,
debates and discussions, methods of encouragement and stimulation of activities,
control and evaluation methods, empathetic listening, reflective listening,
argumentation, suggestion, influence, imitation, formation of favorability,
requests, and more.

The results of the final assessment confirmed a positive dynamic in the levels
of ethical competence development among future foreign language teachers in
extracurricular activities as a holistic pedagogical phenomenon.

As a result of the formative assessment, the findings of the final assessment
reflect the level of formation of ethical competence of future foreign language
teachers in extracurricular activities.

Of the respondents in the experimental group, 26.35% were classified as
having a high level of ethical competence, which is an increase of 15.12%
compared to the diagnostic assessment. Additionally, 60.65% were classified as
having a moderate level of ethical competence, which is a 24.42% increase

compared to the diagnostic assessment. The number of respondents with a low



level of ethical competence accounted for 12.97%, which is a 39.54% decrease
compared to the diagnostic assessment.

The scientific novelty of the research results lies in the following.

For the first time, the pedagogical conditions for the formation of ethical
competence of future foreign language teachers through extracurricular activities
have been theoretically grounded and empirically tested. An original Program of
research-experimental work on the problem of forming ethical competence of
future foreign language teachers in extracurricular activities at higher education
institutions has been developed and successfully implemented. The structure of
ethical competence of future foreign language teachers in extracurricular activities
has been elaborated, consisting of cognitive, motivational, and activity
components. The criteria for assessing ethical competence include cognitive-
cognitive, motivational-value, and activity-practical aspects, as well as indicators
and levels of its development, namely high, medium, and low.

The essence of the concept of “ethical competence” has been refined,
defining it as a value-oriented and meaningful professional-personal characteristic
that integrates systemic moral and ethical knowledge, creative abilities, skills,
practical experience, motives, and values. It characterizes the individual's
capability and readiness for interpersonal and intercultural interaction in the
educational space of higher education institutions, as well as functional
cooperation with representatives of other cultures. The concept of “extracurricular
activities of foreign language teachers” refers to a pedagogical system that
encompasses its purpose, tasks, content, methods, and forms of educational
activities aimed at fostering moral and ethical relationships, nurturing creative
abilities for pedagogical interaction, in which the ethical component plays a
leading role.

The content, forms, and methods of forming ethical competence in future
foreign language teachers through extracurricular activities in higher education

institutions have undergone further development.



The practical significance of the obtained results lies in the development
of diagnostic tools for assessing and determining the levels of ethical competence
of future foreign language teachers in extracurricular activities. The research
findings, main provisions, and conclusions can be applied in the educational
process of higher education institutions (HEIS) to enhance the formation of ethical
competence among future foreign language teachers in extracurricular activities.
The research materials can be utilized in postgraduate education for pedagogical
staff, development of elective courses, programs for independent work of students,
writing qualification papers, and the activities of scientific circles and student
problem-solving groups, etc.
